World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly—Next Sunday 27th July The late Pope 
Francis established a World Day for Grandparents and the 
Elderly which took place for the first time on Sunday 25th July 
2021. The World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly is   
celebrated for the fifth time in 2025 on Sunday next,  27th 
July - the Sunday closest to the Feast of Saints Joachim and 
Anne, Grandparents of Jesus. This years theme is:  

“Blessed are those who have not lost hope” (cf. Sir 14:2) 

Reek Sunday 2025 falls on Sunday next 27th July, and thousands of pilgrims of all 
ages are expected to scale the 765 metres (2,520ft) of Ireland’s ‘Holy Mountain’, 
Croagh Patrick, just outside of Westport, Co Mayo, in the Archdiocese of Tuam. This  
years theme is ‘Christian Hope’, and this annual pilgrimage will continue the 1,600 
year-old tradition of people scaling Ireland’s Holy Mountain to pray and participate 
in the Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession), and the Sacrament of the Eucharist 
(Mass) at the summit.
