Remembering the Miami Showband A plaque was erected last Thursday week at 
the former Aisling Ballroom to mark the 60th anniversary of the three members of 
the Miami Showband (Tony Geraghty, Fran O’Toole and Brian McCoy RIP) who were 
massacred in County Down on July 31, 1975. Throughout their career, from 1962, 
the Miami performed numerous times at  Aishling and the 1975  members were due 
to perform again at the Aisling just three days after the atrocity.
