The Corpus Christi Procession today from St Michael’s Church is a public act of faith
from our Pastoral Area in the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist. Parishioners of
all 4 Parishes are warmly invited along.

In our procession the Blessed Sacrament is carried in a Monstrance after the 12noon
Mass (at ¢.12.35pm) from St Michael’s Church along Chapel Road to the Hall (a half
km), recalling how God journeys with his people. The Rosary is said along the way.
This Procession is both an act of worship and a witness to the wider community that
Christ remains present among us.

The procession expresses the Truth -

of Adoration — honouring Christ truly present in the Eucharist;

of Thanksgiving — giving thanks for the gift of the Mass and Holy Communion;

of Witness — publicly proclaiming our faith in Jesus;

of Pilgrimage — symbolising the Church’s journey towards the Kingdom of God;

of Blessing — asking Christ’s blessing upon homes, families, workplaces,
and the whole community.

As Pope St. John Paul Il once noted, the Corpus Christi procession is “a
way of bringing Christ from the church into the streets, allowing the
world to see that God is not distant but walks among his people”.

In summary: A Corpus Christi procession is a joyful public proclamation
that Jesus Christ, truly present in the Eucharist, journeys with his people '
and blesses the world. Our children are specially invited to walk with all A}\‘
our Parishioners before our Lord in the Monstrance. TESS
